We are about to enter the Lenten season. Next

Wednesday, March 9, at 4:00 p.m. we will conduct our
Ash Wednesday service. In this interdenominational
church, many of our members come from religious
heritages which observe the beginning of the Lenten
season in a special service culminating with the ceremo-

nial imposition of ashes. We have discovered in past years that even
those who come from religious backgrounds which do not observe Ash
Wednesday still find the service moving and meaningful. All, regardless
of religious heritage, are invited to attend.
In the Western tradition Ash Wednesday occurs 46 days before Easter

(40 days not counting Sundays). During this period called Lent, many
Christians make a special effort to prepare their hearts and minds for the
annual commemoration of Holy Week—that period which culminates in
the death and resurrection of Jesus. Those who observe Lent may seek
to prepare themselves for this important part of the church year through
a special emphasis on the spiritual: prayer, reflection, contrition, devo-
tion to good works, and self-denial.
Whether we come from traditions that observe Lent or not, all of us

can look to this time of year as Spring approaches and brings with it the
reminder of the renewal of life. As this season brings us vivid reminders
of that physical renewal, may we also remember that God in Jesus Christ
offers us each day spiritual renewal and refreshment. For that and all we
have we can be truly thankful. For that and all we have we can recom-
mit ourselves to the service of the One who has given us life, both now
and in the age to come.

The following article is part of a continuing series
on the organizations that are supported by The
Church at Horseshoe Bay Benevolence Committee.

Share the Joy Ministries
Share the Joy Ministries is an evangelizing and medical mission in

Mongolia. Our church’s benevolence support is devoted solely to the
programs run by Badmaa, in Gobi, Mongolia. Badmaa’s husband,
Natsgaa, is the pastor of the church there, whose mission is to introduce
Muslims to Christianity.
During the summers, Badmaa runs a camp called Generous Love,

where children come from all over the province to learn of “God’s
Word.” In addition, they offer a session for children with Cerebral
Palsy where physicians provide new diagnoses and offer both parents
and children advice. Through Share the Joy, Badmaa’s mission pro-
vides clinics for children with Cerebral Palsy to receive physical ther-
apy. She also runs a program to provide school supplies for poor chil-
dren in her town and a program to supply coal for needy families dur-
ing their long, cold winters. This year several American and Mongo-
lian Christian youth missions came to the camp to help.
In September, one Sunday school class from The Church at Horse-

shoe Bay sent boxes of clothing to Badmaa. She reported back to the
class that “they delivered clothes to 90 poor families and the clothes
were especially appreciated because of last year’s hard winter. Many
herder families lost their animals and moved to town. With no profes-
sion or business, the number of poor just became larger.”
